S Mrs Liz Winter Church Warden has re-

ceived a letter from the Heritage Lottery

Fund with the wonderful news that the

church has received a First Round Pass for

funding to repair the church. This means that all the develop-
ment work can now commence.

You may notice scaffolding and covers on the roof or men on
the tower. At this time it is purely to assess the full extent of the
damage that needs repairing. Once this is complete a further
report goes to the Heritage Lottery Fund for their approval be-
fore they agree to fund the repairs. The church will need to ap-
proach other organisations for assistance to meet the final cost
of the works. This also means that as a village the need for fur-
ther fundraising must go on, and your support is still needed. A

The Great War Centenary

In Villages, Towns and Cities around the Country, it is hoped to light over one Million Can-
dles in homes and around the local War Memorials. It is proposed that this should take
place in the Trunch Group. The suggestion is that everyone can take part, bringing a tea
light candle in a jam jar that can then be safely left on the War Memorial.

In Knapton, in conjunction with the Parish Council, there will be a short Act of Re-

membrance which will take place at 8pm Monday 4™ August at the War Memorial in
the Church Yard. This gives those attending a chance to go home and be ready to
turn off their lights between 10 pm and 11 pm with the rest of the nation.

Million Candles Candlelit Vigil

The 4th of August 2014 marks the 100th anniversary of the day Britain entered one of the
costliest conflicts in history — the First World War — which ended on the 11th of November
1918, Armistice Day. Nearly everyone in the UK has an ancestor directly affected by the
First World War and all of us live with its effects today. The losses were felt in nearly every
UK town and village as more than 1.1 million lives were sacrificed by men and women in
service of the British Empire.

A national commemorative event, Million Candles Candlelit Vigil, will take place in West-
minster Abbey from 10.00 - 11.00pm on 4 August and will be televised live on BBC.
Exactly 100 years later we are inviting millions of individuals, households and companies
to join together in a national moment of reflection, and are encouraging everyone in the UK
to turn off their lights between 10pm and 11pm on 4 August 2014 — leaving only a single
light or candle for this symbolic act of reflection and hope. On that night we will remember
more than a million Commonwealth Service personnel who lost their lives in the First
World War.

We hope to light one million candles across the UK to remember each and every one of
those Service men and women who gave their lives in the war to end all wars. A limited
edition Centenary candle will be available from Marks & Spencer stores from 4 July 2014
for £4, with all profit going to The Royal British Legion.

Members of the Parish are asked to join in this vigil to create a unique national moment for
Great Britain and The Royal British Legion.
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Spotlight on the WWI Names
on the Village War Memorial

George Turner Born in Swafield 1881

Enlisted 30™ November 1914 in Norwich. Was living in Knapton Street,
Knapton when he enlisted at the age of 33yrs 9ths. 8" Batt. Norfolk Regi-
ment No. 16988 Occupation: Farm Labourer. According to his records he
was in hospital on the 23™ April 1916 suffering from influenza. He was
5ft 7 ins. Weighing 130Ibs. Chest measurement 36ins. With good physi-
cal development. Killed in Action 19" July 1916.

He married Agnes Ann Hedge and they had 2 boys and 3 girls. Pension
awarded to the widow was £1. 6s 6d. On the 1911 Census he was living
with his wife Agnes and 3 children at Hill Farm Cottages, Edingthorpe.

Awarded the Victory, British and 15-Star Medals.

Commemorated at the Thiepval Memorial, France.

George Wild Born in Knapton in 1887

George Wild was born in Knapton to Henry and Ann Wild in 1887.
He was one of 8 children and worked as an agricultural labourer.

In 1909 he married Anna Woodhouse and fathered six children. His
youngest son, Victor, was born after George died during the First World
War. His wife Anna never remarried and brought the children up on her
own. He enlisted at Wroxham into the Royal Sussex Regiment 7™ Battal-
ion No. G/14284.

Killed in Action 9" August 1918. Awarded the Victory & British Medal. ‘
Commemorated at the Vis-en-Artois Memorial

Dial a Bus is a flexible and easy to use bus service for local people who do not have their own
transport or cannot use public transport. Ideal for shopping, or personal business trips, it collects
passengers from their homes and returns after around two hours in a nearby town, providing a trol-
ley to door service for your shopping.

The service is available to people of all ages who are unable to use ordinary bus
services either because of health or mobility problems or because there isn’t a bus service for them
to use.
